Directions for using the Orchid Dictionary

Copy the Orchid.dic file to C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office, or anywhere else you can find it again. I have several dictionaries, so I have a directory called DICTIONARIES.

Then open Word, making sure at least one document is open.

Go to the TOOLS menu, select OPTIONS, then click on the tab marked “Spelling & Grammar”.

Halfway down, next to Custom Dictionary, you will see a button marked “Dictionaries….”. Click on it.

At the bottom of that dialogue box, you will see a button marked “Add”. Click on it. 

You will then be taken out to the file structure on your hard drive, hopefully, directly to C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office. If not, navigate your way to where you parked the file.

Double-click on the file name to insert it into the File Name box, and click on the button marked “Open”.

Then close all the dialogue boxes.

The dictionary file was created by taking the MAOC Classification list that our society uses for its show Rule Book and stripping out everything but the correctly-spelled words! The names were last updated in March of 2003. If you need an orchid word that is not in the dictionary, you can always add your own words by right clicking on the new word and choosing ADD.
